Kawakawa is a small town in the northland region of northern New Zealand. It had a population of 1347. Kawakawa developed as a service town when coal was found in the area in 1861, but there is no longer any coal mining here. The economy is based around farming. This town is known as the train town because of the bay of islands railway runs through the main street.
The town is also famous for their public toilets designed by the Austrian architect Friedensreich Hundertwasser, who was a resident of the town from 1975 until his death in 2000.
Another attraction is the nearby Kawiti glowworm caves at Waiomio.
